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PTSO SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION PROCEDURES 

FOR 2011 BAS GRADUATING SENIORS

1. This is your application for a PTSO College Scholarship.  The application has nine component parts (1-9). To compete for the PTSO scholarship, you must submit the completed application, including your high school transcript and all attachments to the BAS counselor’s office by 3 p.m. on Friday, May 7, 2011.
2.  This scholarship has specific eligibility criteria and guidelines listed on the following pages.  Be sure you are qualified to apply.  
3. Read all application parts thoroughly to ensure the best possible consideration of your application.  Ensure that all required information is completed in the application.  Your typed submission should be truthful and succinct.  The scholarship committee will, as needed, confirm information provided in all sections.  Each section of the application provides adequate space for your inputs.  If you need additional space, you may add additional pages.

4. Scholarship recipients will be announced at the BAS Senior Awards Ceremony.

6. Application submissions must be hard copy and include parts one through nine.  Online or other electronic versions will not be accepted.

2011 BAS PTSO SCHOLARSHIP AWARD GUIDELINES AND CRITERIA
Eligibility

· Scholarships are open to current/full time graduating seniors of Brussels American School (BAS) who will be full time students at a college, university or vocational school. 

· Parents or guardians must have been members of the Brussels Parent Teacher Student Organization by December 1, 2010.
· Scholarship recipients must be in attendance in a continuous school year as defined by the college, university or vocational school’s calendar beginning no later than the fall session following graduation from BAS.

· No preference will be given to applicants based on race, religion, nationality, sex, physical handicap, economic background or length of time enrolled at BAS.

· Students awarded a scholarship/grant for full tuition with room and board from any other source will not be eligible for a PTSO scholarship.

· Award of a PTSO scholarship will be determined by the student’s academic performance, participation in school and community activities, leadership, and honors and awards, regardless of the school(s) attended during high school.

Administrative Procedures

· Students must apply for PTSO scholarships using the approved form.

· (Deadline: No later than 3 p.m. on Friday, May 7, 2011. in the BAS Counselor’s Office).  Applications will not be accepted after the established deadline.

· Scholarship funds will be issued in U.S. currency directly to the scholarship recipient.

· Scholarship funds must be used for the payment of tuition or other educational expenses.  Unused and/or forfeited scholarship funds will be returned to the PTSO treasurer.

· Should repayment of scholarship funds be required, unused awarded funds will revert to the PTSO Scholarship Committee for redistribution.

· Each student awarded a PTSO scholarship will sign an agreement stipulating the criteria for its use. 

· Funds available for scholarships vary from year to year. Therefore, the number of scholarships awarded and their respective amounts will vary as well.  Submitting an application does not does not guarantee an award.
· Applicants must complete every section in the application.  Failure to do so will result in the application being returned without consideration.

Special Considerations

If extenuating circumstances should prevent a scholarship recipient from starting their freshman year as a full time student, the recipient may request either permission to attend part time or an extension to the deadline for use of awarded scholarship funds.  This request must be submitted in writing to the PTSO Scholarship Committee for approval.  Acceptable grounds for granting extensions include illness or disability, death of a parent.  Non-availability of additional college funds, failure to enter the college of choice, a desire to travel, a decision to enter the job market or other similar rationale will not be grounds for granting extensions.
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
