SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION PROCEDURES

BRUSSELS AMERICAN HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATING STUDENTS
1. This is your application for the US$500 ARMAF-B Scholarship.  Completed applications, including all attachments and evaluations, must be submitted to the Office of the Guidance Counselor not later than the Close of Business on Friday 18 May 2007.

2. Eligible graduating students are children of a military parent of any NATO or PFP country. 

3. To achieve the best possible consideration, read the application through before you begin completing it. Your typed, word-processed or computer-printed submission should be truthful, verifiable, and succinct.  To present yourself in the best possible light before any Scholarship Committee is hard work.  Adequate space for your input is provided in each section of this application, if you type.  You may use the back of the page if you need the space.  The Counselor’s Office has it available as a Word document – you take it from there. 
4. Select two teachers from different departments and ask them to complete the attached evaluation form. As the ARMAF-B forms and criteria are the similar to those for the scholarship awarded by the Brussels Consignment Shop, that teacher’s evaluation may be a photocopy, but make sure that the evaluating teacher’s signature thereon be original.  

5. The Scholarship winner will be announced at the pre-graduation Awards Ceremony.

Eligibility criteria

1. The Scholarship is open to the child of an active duty military parent, defined as a currently serving member of the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, or Coast Guard of the United States as well as any NATO or PFP nation. 

2. The candidate must be a member of the B.A.S. Senior Class, and graduating with the Class.

3. No preference will be given based on race, religion, nationality, sex, physical condition, or disability, economic situation, or length of time at BAS.

4. The candidate must be accepted for enrolment in a full-time university or college for a continuous academic year as defined by that institution’s academic calendar, beginning in the Fall following this graduation.

5. While financial need is not a consideration, this scholarship will not be awarded to any student who has already accepted by the date of the Awards Ceremony, a grant or scholarship for full tuition, with room and board, from any other source.

6. Academic excellence is the primary selection criteria; secondary determinants are the candidate’s participation in school and community activities, athletic competition, leadership and extracurricular opportunities.

Administrative Procedures

1. The candidate must apply for the ARMAF-B scholarship by using the approved form, available in the Office of the Guidance Counselor.

2. Applications must be submitted not later than the established deadline of COB 18 May 2007.

3. Scholarship funds will be presented in a U.S. Dollar check drawn on a US bank.
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
